ENGLISH/ HISTORY :
Maya civilisation’s daily activities were closely linked to their beliefs in these gods. In history we have been looking at Maya gods and goddesses. We also discussed how the gods and goddesses influence the daily life of an ancient Maya person. We looked at some scenario (which I have attached for reference). For instance, why would the Maya pray to Chaac before planting their crops? (Chaac was important for rain so some ancient Maya prayed to him for their crops to prosper.)
Create a poster on a god or goddess (which is at the bottom of the attachment). Think about:
Can you describe the god or goddess?
What animal or human characteristics does the Maize god have?
What characteristics do they all have in common?
What do you think the god or goddess represents?
Can you link them to the scenario which we looked at in school, emphasising the importance of the god or goddess to the daily life of the ancient Maya?
