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Maya. farmers prepare their fields for
planting maize and. perform. rituals to ask
Chaac, the god of rain, for good weather.

The evidence

Archacologists have found. places like
Censtes (natural wells) where the Maya.
Left gifts for Chaac.

Maya. priests watch the Sun.
closely, figuring out the best
times to plant and harvest
During these times, they show
respect to Kinich Ahau, the
“un god.

The evidence

The Maya knew a ot about
the stars and the Sun, which
they wrote down in the
Dresden Codex. This knowledge
was very imgortant for
planning when to farm.

People are building a big pyramid for
Kukulkan, the feathered serpent god. They
make sure everything is built just right o
it matches up with important star events

The evidence

The £l Castillo pyramid at Chichen ltza
was believed to have been built to respect
Kakulkan. It lines up with. the equinoxes
(when. the position of the Sun is over the
equator, giving an equal amount of
daylight and darkness).
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People enjoy the ancient Maga. ball game,
acting out the story of the Hero Twins who
beat the underworld's lords.

The evidence

Places where the Maya plaged this game,
Lice Copan, have been found.

People gather to make beautiful cloth,
asking Txchel (the goddess of weaving,
childsirth and the moon) to help tham
weave well and keep them safe.

The evdence

Pictures and. pieces of cloth found at
Maya sites show how tmportant weaving
was, both s a skill and a way to respect
Lichel.

The whole wllage comes together o give thanks for
thair crops, like maize (corn) and cocoa. They offer
these 1o the maize god, hoping for even mare food next
time. There is music and dancing to celebrate.

The evidence

Ancient Maya artefucts, like pottery and. statues, show
the maize god and pesple performing ceremonies.
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
