SPELLING :
Spelling rule: 
Adding suffixes -y, -er and -est
When you add suffixes beginning with vowel letters, you either:
• Do nothing, just add the suffix (where word ends in two consonant letters) quick, quicker, quickest, small, smaller, smallest, smell, smelly.
• Change y to i and add the suffix (in words of more than one syllable)  happy, happier, happiest, funny, funnier, funniest.
• Drop e and add the suffix - nice, nicer, nicest, spice, spicy.
• Double the consonant and add the suffix (where the word ends in a short vowel sound and consonant letter) fat, fatter, fattest, big, bigger, biggest, fun, funny
Using the table attached, can you add the suffix endings to the words. 
Can you think of any more examples to add?
