If the root word ends in ‘e’ (but not ‘ate’), then drop the ‘e’ when –ation is added, 
e.g. imagine + ation = imagination.
If the root word ends in ‘ate’, then drop the ‘ate’ when –ation is added, 
e.g. educate + ation = education.
