Reading

ENGLISH:
Please complete the preposition work sheet. There are three to choose from. Please mark after. 
SPELLINGS:  Adding the suffix ‘ly’ to a word
1) Root words ending in y: if the root has more than one syllable, you change the y to an I before adding -ly, e.g. happy > happily, noisy > noisily
More exceptions
2) If the root word ends with -le, the -le is changed to -ly, e.g. gently, simply, humbly, nobly.
3) If the root word ends with -ic, -ally is added rather than just -ly
4) What happens when words already end in l, e.g. comical or final? You still add -ly, so you end up with a double l, e.g. finally, comically, basically, frantically, dramatically. 
Look at the list of words below: sadly, happily, truly, quickly, merrily, finally, carefully, gently, magically, noisily, slowly, humbly. Sort the words into groups, according to how we should add -ly. Turn the words over and try to spell them. 
Can you think of any words that you could add?
