	Geography Homework: Volcanoes! To be returned w/c 16.01.23

Create something linked to our volcanoes topic - this could be a poem, a story, some art, a fact sheet, a model.

	Do a survey of the people in your house about their favourite food. Ask other family and friends, if you are able to contact them. You need at least 10 people. Give them four choices only e.g.  pizza, roast dinner, pasta, fish and chips.
[bookmark: _GoBack] Use your findings to create a colourful bar chart and then ask some questions that can be answered by using the bar chart, e.g How many more people like pizza than a roast dinner?
	Can you carry out some research about a dinosaur fossil?
You might find out: 
The name of the dinosaur. 
Who discovered its fossils?
Where did they discover them?
In which year were they discovered?
Which fossilised bones did they discover first? What did the dinosaur eat?
Write three interesting facts
about the dinosaur.
	Create a recycled material monster from items in your house.

	Plant a seed and watch it grow.
Can you observe the changes?
	Complete an act of kindness.
 It could be writing a card for someone in a home, it could be helping your parents, it could be complimenting someone. I can’t wait to hear how you sprinkle kindness around.
	Write a prayer to God - you can write it about any theme you want, e.g. support, guidance, the world, gratitude.
	Can you learn some sign language and teach it to a friend or to an adult at school?

	Create a family portrait. You could add keywords that describe each member around the outside.
	Write a film view of your favourite film. Can you add some pictures of your favourite parts? You could make some popcorn and watch it too 
	Write a letter to someone and send it in the post. How do you set out the address? Where is your nearest post box?
	Practice some mindfulness, meditation or yoga - which one will you pick?

	Can you follow a recipe to make something? What will you make? A dinner, a snack or maybe a pudding?
	Make a bird feeder!
There are lots of different styles to choose from – you can type ‘bird feeder’ into Google to see some.
	Create a poster promoting people to eat healthily. Remember to include all food groups to show it’s healthy to eat all different foods.  
	Design a times table game to help your TTs learning. You could use a pack of cards to help you.

	Create a word search for a topic of your choice using keywords linked to your theme.
	Research what a palaeontologist is- write some facts about what they do.
	Go for a walk and take notice of the nature around you- what can you see? What can you hear? What can you touch? Can you create any outdoor art or patterns?
