Homework Tasks
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  We are revising our vowel digraphs and this week we are looking at the ‘long u’ sound. 
The spellings are published on the Class Dojo to give you plenty of time to practise them and a list of the spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well.                                                                                                                                                                 
3). English: Our English task this week is to write six sentences using the following words from this week’s spellings: blue, food, cube, flute, fruit, grew.
Task: Please write a sentence for each of the spellings above. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (14.10.25).
Things to remember: Each written sentence must have a capital letter at the start and a full stop at the end.  You may need to use a capital letter for the name of a person or place in the sentence.  Make sure that you are writing an interesting sentence – perhaps with a conjunction to connect two main clauses – and not simple sentences. Please write your sentences neatly and on the line into your homework book with the long date at the top underlined.         
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is called Greater Than and Less Than and is about comparing numbers using the < or > symbols.
Task: Please choose whether you’d like to complete challenge 1 or 2 (you can do both if you wish!) and follow the instructions. Then stick the sheet(s) into your Homework Book. Check and mark your work using the answer sheet(s) which are on the Year 3 class page on the school website.  This need to be completed by Tuesday (14.10.25).
