Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20mins) and support their understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding the words.
Then send the signed Reading Record and book (if it needs changing) into school by Friday so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we’re revising ‘-le’ endings.
The spellings are published on the Class Dojo to give you plenty of time to practise them and a list of the spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well.                                                                                  
3). Maths: We are revising our learning of addition using the formal written method (column method).

Task: Please answer all eight questions on the sheet – you will have to do some regrouping.(just the ones or both the tens and the ones).
Please only stick the completed question sheet into your homework book. Check and mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 3 class page on the school website. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (20.1.26).
