Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20mins) and support their understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding the words.
Then send the signed Reading Record and book (if it needs changing) into school by Friday so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we’re revising the consonant suffix ending ‘-ly’,
The spellings are published on the Class Dojo to give you plenty of time to practise them and a list of the spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well.
3). Science: Our Science task this week is a Science competition for British Science Week!
All of our schools are taking part in a British Science Week competition. This year’s theme is:
Curiosity: What’s your question?
For this homework, you need to think like a scientist and follow these three steps:
1️⃣ Think of a Question
Come up with a science question you are curious about. For example, something about how things work, what might happen, or why something changes.
2️⃣ Do an Experiment
Plan and carry out a simple experiment to try to answer your question. Think about what you will test and what happens.
3️⃣ Present Your Work
Show your question, your experiment, and what you found out in a creative way. You could use:
· a poster
· a drawing or labelled diagram
· a model
· a PowerPoint
· a short explanation or speech
Make sure you include:
· Your question
· What experiment you did
· What you discovered
There will be a competition across all the schools in the trust, so be creative and have fun exploring your scientific question!.  This work needs to be done by Tuesday (17.3.26).
