Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising Year 5 words with words using the letter string ‘ough’. The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to practise the use of semicolons.
Task: Please read the worksheet carefully and then complete the tasks. Then stick the question sheet into your Homework book and write your answers below in your book. Check and mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This work needs to be done by Tuesday (6.5.25).
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is converting units of measure.
Task: Read the four questions carefully and then answer them in your Homework book showing all your working out. There are four more optional questions to try if you want to challenge yourself.  Make sure that you stick the sheet into your homework book and check the answers on the Year 5 class page of the school website. Make any corrections too. This needs to be completed by Tuesday (6.5.25).
5). History/VE Day: Research how VE day was celebrated in Britain as it marked the end of the Second World War.  This needs to be completed by Tuesday (6.5.25) on the A4 paper (do not stick in your Homework book please).
Task: Create a 'Thank You' poster that honours both the soldiers who served and their families who supported them during the Second World War. Think about ways to show gratitude for the soldiers for putting themselves in danger and making sacrifices, as well as the strength and resilience of their families who waited and worked hard at home. You could include images, symbols or words that express your appreciation for both groups.
Be creative and think about how everyone worked together and how you can show your appreciation to both those who served on the front line, the communities back home and those still serving!
