All complete these 4 questions:
1. 2000 drawing pins have a total mass of 5.6kg. What is this in grams?
A: 5.6kg x 1000g = 5600g
2. Simon’s family eat 3.5kg of potatoes most weeks. How much is this in grams?
A: 3.5kg x 1000g = 3500g
3. A runner completes a run of 4.7km. How many metres is that?
A: 4.7km x 1000m = 4700m
4. What is 6.78m in cm? What about mm?
A: 6.78m x 100cm = 678cm
A: 6.78m x 1000mm = 6780mm

If you want an extra challenge then try these:
Challenge questions:  
5. It is 6 weeks until my birthday. How many days is that?
A: 6 x 7 days = 42 days
6. I spend 3 hours on the computer. How many minutes is this?
A: 3 x 60mins = 180mins
7. I buy 6.75 litres of cola for a party. How many millilitres is that? How much will each of my 50 guests get to drink?
A: 6.75L x 1000ml = 6750ml
A: 6750ml divided by 50 guests = 135ml
