Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising words from the Year 5 statutory spellings list. The spelling test will be after half-term on Wednesday 4th June 2025.
3). History project: To research and make either a Greek pot or Greek theatre mask.
Task: Please choose one of the following activities to research and make by the week beginning the 9th June 2025:-
1). Design a Greek pot using traditional Greek colours and repeated patterns or symbols. Make sure you research Greek pots and then make your own using either clay, paper mache or card.
OR
2). Design a Greek theatre mask. Think about the purpose of the mask - is it a comedy or tragedy mask? Make sure you do some research first then sketch it on paper.  Once you are happy with your design, make it using paper mache or card.
Whichever project you choose to make, needs to be completed by the week beginning Monday 9th June 2025.
