Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Wednesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are learning words from the Y5/6 Statutory spelling list this week as well as CE words. The spellings to be learnt are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English/Science: Our English task this week linked to our Science Unit on Living Things and their habitats. Endangered animals are animals that are facing a very high threat of extinction in the wild. This can be for several reasons, including habitat loss and a lack of diversity within the species. There’s a power point on the school website and class dojo (class story area) to support you and you can visit the World Wildlife Fund for Nature (www.wwf.org.uk) for even more information. 
Task: Please research endangered animals and create a poster about one or more; for example, the sea turtle, the red squirrel, the Asian elephant, the snow leopard, the mountain gorilla, the Bengal tiger or the blue whale etc. You need to include details about their habitat, the food they eat, their young etc and why they are endangered. You could also discuss what is being done to help these endangered animals. This work will be included in your Science book so please do not stick it into your homework book. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (1.7.25). 

4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is revising long multiplication. 
Task: Please complete ALL the Maths questions on long multiplication. Then stick the Maths sheet into your book. You can mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website. Remember to write in any corrections you may have using a green pen. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (1.7.25).
