Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising word endings (‘-le’, ‘-el’, ‘-al’ & ‘-il’). The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to complete a comprehension on Sir Isaac Newton.
Task: Please read the comprehension information sheet carefully then answer the question sheet. Please just stick the completed question sheet into your homework book. Check and mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This work needs to be done by Tuesday (3.12.24).
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is to practise our addition & subtraction skills.  
Task: Please complete questions 1 and 2 then stick the answer sheet(s) into your Homework book. There’s an optional extra challenge as well. Mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This needs to be completed by Tuesday (3.12.24).
5). RE:  Our RE task this week is to create an Advent Calendar.
Task: Please use the template to make a daily countdown of ways a Christian can use Advent as good preparation for the coming of Jesus.  Decide on a task to undertake each day and write it down in each box.  There are 25 to complete and you could include an act of kindness to a family member or friend, a prayer or an activity related to Advent. This needs to be completed by Tuesday (3.12.24). Please hand this into Mrs Howard rather than sticking it into your book with your name on the back.
