Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising the suffix endings ‘-cially’ and ‘-tially as well as other spellings we’ve learnt this term. The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to write a set of cinquains on the theme of Christmas.
Task: Cinquains are five lines long and they have 2 syllables in the first line, 4 in the second, 6 in the third, 8 in the fourth line and just 2 in the last line. They don’t need to rhyme, but you can include rhymes if you want to.  You need to write at least three cinquains on the theme of Christmas but you can do more if you want in your Homework book. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (17.12.24).

4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is to practise our addition and subtraction skills by telling Christmas jokes.
Task: Please work out the answers to the questions on the Maths sheet using either addition or subtraction. Each answer is linked to a letter.  Use the letters to work out the punchline to the Christmas joke and stick the completed sheet in your Homework book. Mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This needs to be completed by Tuesday (17.12.24).
5). Christmas task:  Design a Christmas bauble.
Task: Please design a Christmas bauble using the template. It needs to be colourful and you can add glitter or tinsel to it if you like.  You can draw a picture of the Christmas story inside the bauble, a Christmas themed picture, or include shapes like stars or squares/rectangles to represent gifts.  Please don’t just colour it in one shade – be imaginative!
