Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising words with plural endings. The spellings are published on the Class Dojo to give you plenty of time to practise them and a list of the spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is on revising subordinating conjunctions.

Task:   Please write a list of Henry VIII’s wives in the order in which he married them. Then chose one of the wives and create a fact file about them. You can include pictures as well and make sure that you present your facts clearly and neatly. This needs to be completed by Tuesday (24.9.24).
Year 5 Autumn Project: Create something based on our Science topic of Earth and Space.  This could be a 3D model of the planets or a space shuttle.  It could be an information booklet, power point or a film.  The choice is yours.  Please hand in your project during the week beginning 14th October. This will be put on our display for all to see
