Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are doubling consonants before a short vowel. The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to complete a comprehension on Remembrance Day.
Task: Please read the comprehension information sheet carefully then answer the question sheet. Please just stick the completed question sheet into your homework book. Check your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This work needs to be done by Tuesday (12.11.24).
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is our times tables.  
Task: Please go onto TTRS (your log in details are attached to the inside cover of your reading record book) and complete the task. Your times tables from 2 to 12 have been selected so have a go and see how you do! What times tables will you need to practise?  You can then go to www.topmarks.co.uk and select the game ‘Hit the Button’ where you can select a times table to practise against the clock. 
5). PSHE: Anti-bullying week (starting next week – 11.11.24). The 2024 theme for Anti-bullying week is ‘Choose Respect’.
Task: Please think about the different ways in which respect can be seen, felt or heard and then write your ideas down in the thought clouds for each setting.  You can colour in the clouds but we must be able to read your ideas. This need to be completed by Tuesday (12.11.24). Please hand this into Mrs Howard rather than sticking it into your book.
