Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are applying suffixes to multi-syllabic words. The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to upskill your sentence writing.
Task: Please chose 6 of your spellings and create multi-clause sentences for each and write them in your Homework book. You need to include all the grammar and punctuation we have been learning about this term. You could include the following; subordinating conjunctions to create subordinate clauses to add to your main clause, parenthesis (brackets) to add detail, figurative language (e,g, similes, metaphors, personification) as well as adverbials (of time and place). Please make sure you then check for sense and punctuation. This work needs to be done by Tuesday (5.11.24).
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is on multiplying decimals by 10, 100 and 1000.  
Task: Please choose which challenge you’d like to do (you can do all three and the extra challenge if you like) then complete the questions and stick the answer sheet(s) into your Homework book. Mark your work using the answer sheets which are on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This need to be completed by Tuesday (5.11.24).
5). Black History: Research and create a fact file about a black British musician.
Task: We have been investigating the life of John Blanke who was a trumpeter in the courts of King Henry VII and King Henry VIII.  He was one of the earliest black musicians in Britain. Please research and create a fact file about another historical British black musician.  You could choose from: - George Bridgetower, Ignatius Sancho, Leslie Thompson, Ken ‘Snakehips’ Johnson, Millie Small or Bob Marley.  You need to include a main heading, subheadings and you can include pictures as well as interesting facts about your chosen historical musician.
