Homework Tasks:
1). Reading: Please remember to read daily with your child (about 20 minutes) and support them with understanding through comprehension of the text and not just decoding. Please sign and date the reading record. If you have any comments you wish to write about your child’s reading, please do so. Then send the signed Reading Record and book into school each day so that the Reading Record book can be checked and the book changed.  
2). Spellings: Spellings are tested on Tuesdays and the new spelling pattern/rule introduced for that week.  This week we are revising the suffix endings ‘-cial’ and ‘-tial. The spellings are stuck into your Homework Book every week as well as being posted to the school website.                                                                                  
3). English: Our English task this week is to write sentences using apostrophes for possession.
Task: Using the English sheet provided, change the sentences so that they each contain an apostrophe to show possession by a singular noun. Stick the completed sheet into your Homework book. Check your work and mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This work needs to be done by Tuesday (10.12.24).
4). Maths: Our Maths homework this week is to practise our formal written method for multiplication.
Task: Please choose either Challenge 1 or 2 (you can do both too) then stick the answer sheet(s) into your Homework book. There’s an optional extra challenge as well. Mark your work using the answer sheet which is on the Year 5 class page on the school website.  This needs to be completed by Tuesday (10.12.24).
5). DT:  Our DT task this week is to design Christmas hat for our Christmas lunch.
Task: Please design and create a Christmas Hat for you to wear at the famous St Joseph’s Christmas Lunch on Wednesday 11th December.  Have your hats completed by Tuesday 10th and bring into school ready for the festivities to begin!
