	Spring 1: Galilee to Jerusalem
· Retell, in any form, the story of John the Baptist and the baptism of Jesus.
· Begin to recognise ‘parables’ as a literary form in Scripture with
· reference to the parable of the lost sheep (Lk 15:4-7) and how Jesus uses them to teach people about God.
· Recognise that everyone is tempted to make bad choices (sin), but that God loves and forgives all people.
· Begin to recognise that the miracles of Jesus are signs that he is the Son of God.
· Correctly use religious words and phrases to recognise how Catholics say sorry to God in prayer and talk about why saying sorry to God and to others is important.
· Retell, in any form, the story of John the Baptist and the baptism of Jesus

Spring 2: Desert to Garden

Plants:

Pupils should be taught to:

· In this unit, children will learn what plants need to stay healthy. 
· They will have the opportunity to carry out their own investigations into what plants need to grow well. 
· Children will also closely observe the inside of a seed and learn about the life cycle of a plant. They will also learn how plants look when they don’t get the things they need. 
· In their final lesson, children will learn how plants have adapted to live in different environments around the world.

· Identify important events surrounding the history of flight.
· Explain how a significant event has changed the lives of others.
· Ask questions about people and events in the past.
· Use primary sources to find out about people and events in the past.
· Correctly order five events on a timeline

Pupils will learn to:

· Identify and locate characteristics of the UK on a map.
· Identify human and physical features.
· Locate human and physical features on a world map.
· Explain the difference between oceans and seas.
· Name and locate the five oceans on a world map.
· Use an aerial photograph to draw a simple sketch map.
· Collect data by sketching findings on a map and completing a tally chart.
· Present their findings in a bar chart.

	Dreams and Goals –

Art and Design: 

Painting and mixed media 

Children will create sculpture, pop art and learn how to draw facial features to portray different emotions, all through the topic of comic superheroes and with inspired by the works of Roy Lichtenstein.




Design and Technology: 

Food Technology – Wraps –
Children will learn about the food groups (carbohydrates, proteins, fruits and vegetables, dairy, oils and spreads) to understand a balanced diet to develop a healthy wrap.
	
	Sending and receiving:
Striking: develop striking a ball with their hand and equipment with some consistency.
Fielding: develop tracking a ball and decision making with the ball.
Throwing: explore techniques when throwing over and underarm.
Catching: catch with two hands with some co-ordination and technique.
Invasion games:
Sending and receiving: developing s&r with increased control.
Dribbling: explore dribbling with hands and feet with increasing control on the move.
Space: explore moving into space away from others.
Attacking: developing moving into space away from defenders.
Defending: explore staying close to other players to try and stop them getting the ball.
