LOWER KS2 – Year 3 & Year 4
Choose a disciple and re-tell the story as if you are them. Start your story from The Last Supper on Maundy Thursday.

UPPER KS2 – Year 5 & Year 6
Choose a disciple and re-tell the story as if you are them. You could also choose to write as if you are Mary. Simon of Cyrene would also be an interesting view point but remember we only hear of him on Good Friday. Maybe each day could be told by someone different? Start your story from Palm Sunday when Jesus enters Jerusalem.
