	Research different flowers and paint or draw your favourite flower, Can you write a sentence about why you like it so much?
	Go for a walk to a park and write down all the different wild flowers you can find. Which wild flower did you see most frequently?
	Find a tree that you like the look of, use a piece of paper and a crayon to make a ‘tree rubbing’. Draw or collect a leaf from the tree and bring it in. Can you find out the name of the tree?
	Make a fruit salad to enjoy at home. Can you help peel, chop and slice the fruit? Send in a photo of your creation and enjoy!

	Write down 5 interesting facts about The Great Fire of London.
	Grow something at home in your garden or in a pot in your kitchen. You could get some seeds or you could even use the seeds from inside a tomato to grow a tomato plant or plant an old potato that has grown ‘eyes’! Take pictures of it as it grows.

	Practise reading your reading with different family members.
	Look carefully at different coins. Take a £2 coin and go shopping with an adult. Buy something small so you get some change. How much did it cost and how much change did you get back? Can you draw the coins you are left with and a picture of the thing that you bought?

	
The Great Fire of London started in a bakery. Can you bake something and send in a photo? Perhaps some bread or a delicious cake?
	We are learning about seasonal change. Can you take a photo of yourself dressed appropriately for each season? For example, sun hat, shorts, t shirt and sunglasses for summer (no swimwear please) and coat, hat and gloves for winter, etc. Stick all 4 pictures onto one A4 piece of paper and write the season name underneath.
	Practise your phase 3 and 5 phonics until you know them by heart.

Create a shoebox garden. You could draw, use playdough or even lego to make a mini 3d garden perhaps with some of the garden/wild flowers we have been learning about.
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
