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	Go on an Autumn walk with your family. Collect some leaves and at home create an Autumn themed picture using them.
	Ring someone from your family and read your reading book to them.
	Number bond game- you will need some pieces of pasta and a cup. Together count out 10 pieces of pasta. Player 1 hide some bits of pasta under a cup. Player 2 must guess how many pieces are under the cup by using their number bond knowledge.
	Reinforcing 2d and 3d shapes. Go on a shape hunt at home, at the shops or in the local environment. What shapes did you find? Take some photos or write a list.

	Practise your maths by playing a board game with your family (not a computer game).  A game like snakes and ladders that uses 2 dice will developing addition and counting on skills.
	On a drive or when walking to school, see if you can find every letter of the alphabet, in order, on road signs, bill-boards and company names. Or try to find all words starting with a certain letter.

	Do something to help our planet while reinforcing what we have learnt in our science topic: Materials. Help your parent to recycle at home. Can you help them to sort the rubbish into 4 boxes-paper, glass, plastic and metal?
	Looking at time. One of our learning objectives for year one is to begin to identify o’clock and half past on a clock. Encourage your child to look at clocks and tell them the time regularly.

	Practise a new skill out in the fresh air – it could be bike riding, using a scooter, running a longer distance, skipping, bouncing a ball...the options are endless!
	Looking at coins and money. When you go shopping encourage your child to look at the prices of things. Ensure they pay attention to the pence and £ signs. Perhaps you could set up a shop at home and pretend to sell things with real coins.
	We will be learning about the days of the week and the months of the year. Listen to some songs on YouTube that rehearse them. This will help you to memorise them. Can you practise writing them in order?
	PROJECT:  Can you research an explorer and make a poster about them. It would be lovely if you could surprise me with one I don’t know.
